About NCPCR: The National Commission for Protection of Child Rights (NCPCR) is an Indian
governmental commission, established by an Act of Parliament, the Commission for Protection
of Child Rights Act in December 2005, The Commission began operation a year later in March
2007. The Commission considers that its Mandate is "to ensure that all Laws, Policies,
Programmes, and Administrative Mechanisms are in consonance with the Child Rights
perspective as enshrined in the Constitution of India and the UN Convention on the Rights of the

Child."As defined by the commission, child includes those up to the age of 18 years.

Commission had asked to form special cells in schools 1o solve problems of children, The cell
will examine the mental and physical torture against children. Complainsts regarding sexual
harassment mental harassment, favouritism etc should be informed to the Taluk/District Legal

Services Authority within 48 hours,.

Functions of NCPCR: Under Section 13(1) of the CPCR Act 2005, the NCPCR is mandated to
perform all or any of the following functions:

a) examine and review the safeguards provided by or under any law for the time being in
force for the protection of child rights and recommend measures for their effective
implementation;

b} present to the central government, annually and at such other intervals, as the commission
may deem fit, reports upon the working of those safeguards;

inquire into violation of child rights and recommend initiation of proceedings in such
cases;

d) examine all factors that inhibit the enjoyment of rights of children affected by terrorism,
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communal violence, riots, natural disasters. domestic violence. HIV/ aids, trafficking.
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appropriate remedial measures;
¢) look into matters relating to children in need of special care and protection, including
children in distress, marginalized and disadvantaged children, children in conflict with
law, juveniles, children without family and children of prisoners and recommend
appropriate remedial measures;
0) study treaties and other international instruments and undertake periodic review of existing
policies, programmes, and other activities on child rights and make recommendations for
their effective implementation in the best interest of children;
£) undertake and promote research in the field of child rights:

spread child rights literacy among various sections of society and promote awareness of
the safeguards available for protection of these rights through publications, media,
seminars and other available means:

i) inspect or cause to be inspected any juvenile custodial home or any other place of
residence or institution meant for children, under the control of the central government or
any state government or any other authority including any institution run by a social
organization, where children are detained or lodged for the purpose of treatment,

necessary;

iii.  non compliance of policy decisions, guidelines or instructions aimed at
mitigating hardships to and ensuring welfare of the children and to provide
relief to such children or take up the issues arising out of such matters with
appropriate authorities

iv.  such other functions as it may consider necessary for the promotion of child
rights and any other matter incidental to the above functions

Following are athers powers of this Commission,
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I. That the NCPCR, for inquiring into any child rights violation/ deprivation, has been

a) summoning and enforcing the attendance ofany person from any part of India and
examining them on oath;

b) requiring the discovery and production of any documents;

¢) receiving evidence on affidavits:

d) requisitioning of any public record or copy thereof from any court of office:

€) issuing commissions for the examination of witnesses or documents;

f) forwarding cases to magistrates who have jurisdiction to try the same:

2. That the following steps are open to NCPCR under Section 15 of the CPCR Act, after the

completion of an inquiry into a violation/ deprivation of child rights.

i. recommend to concerned Government for initiation of proceedings for
prosecution or other suitable action on finding any violation of child rights
and provisions of law during the course of an inquiry:

ii. approach the Supreme Court or the High Court concerned for such
directions, orders or writs as that Court may deem necessary;

iii. recommend to concerned Government or authority for grant of such
interim relief to the victim or the members of his family as considered

necessary.

That NCPCR is thus a recommendatory body and not an implementing authority agency. It does
not have powers to issue binding orders for implementation of its recommendations by the

concerned authorities in the Central or State Governments,
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Work done

| had a strong participation in an Assignment over Comprehensive Information,
Education and Communication (1EC) Strategy and Action Plan and Dissemination of NCPCRs
Worlk/activities. Under mandate 13(h) of CPCR, it is being mentioned to spread child rights
literacy among various sections of society and promote awareness of the safeguards available for
protection of these rights through publications, media, seminars and other available means.
Information, Education and Communication (IEC) is an important process in the enrolment
strategy. Under this, Commission was interested to hire services of a Consultant Organization
which would assist the Commission in preparation of an IEC Strategy and Action Plan and
Dissemination of NCPCRs Work/activities.

NCPCR asked for submitting Expression of Interest from various organizations, out of
which eleven organizations responded. | was asked to list out those organizations along with
their date of arrival to NCPCRs office. 1 examined Expression ol Interest (EOI). A brief
summary of each organization was prepared indicating preparation of an IEC Strategy and
Action Plan and Dissemination of NCPCRs Work/activities. | also assisted in preparation of
Letter of Invitation (L.O.1). Information to Consultants, Appendices, Form of Contract & Terms
of Reference in drafting of format for technical & financial proposal. In addition, | also provided

suggestions in regard to short listing the Organizations.

I also provided support in examining the minutes of the Electronic Media Monitoring
Centre (EMMC) Meeting held on 03-01-2013 with specific reference to violations over children
during the period of October- November, 2012, A major chunk ol Meeting was devoted to

discussions over the media coverage of protests over Delhi gang rape.

1 was also involved in the work done by POCSO (Protection of Children from Sexual
Offences) Act, 2012, POCSO Act help address gaps in the existing legislative framework with

regards 1o sexual offences

inst children under the various section of 1PC which are sec. 375,
376,377, 354, and 504, Infect the existing laws such as the IPC are insufficient and deficient to
deal with the specific requirements regarding children as they do not distinguish between an
adult and a child victim. Moreover, these laws are not gender newtral and the definition of

“Rape” is also restrictive.

This Act has been further amended 'n; year 2006 and 2010, Government of India is
once again conlcmp!ating bringing I'unhcr_. afpundmems aﬁd a review committee has been
constituted by Ministry of Women and Child Development which is reviewing the existing
