Agenda Item No.2: Enhancement/Revision of Hospitality Facilities for various categories of

officers in NCPCR :

The Administration Division has submitted that in pursuance to decision taken in the Statutory
Meeting of the Commission held on 02.03.2010, keeping in view the convenience of the
Chairperson, Members, Member Secretary and Divisional Heads (Director/Registrar) in
attending to the official guests/visitors to them as well as austerity measures, which the
Commission is supposed to observe as part of the economy instructions of the Central
Government, the Commission approved the ceiling on the monthly hospitality expenditure by
them as under:

(1) Chairperson- upto Rs.5000/- per month

(i) Members — upto Rs.3000/- per month

(iif) Member Secretary-upto Rs.2500/- per month

(iv) Divisional Heads (Director/Registrar)-upto Rs.2000/- per month

[n pursuance of decision taken in the Statutory Meeting of the Commission held on 28.03.201 1,
the hospitality reimbursement in respect  of other officers of NCPCR, viz,
PPS/AD/AO/Dy.SP/DO was enhanced from Rs.400/- to Rs.500/- per month w.e.f, 1% April,
2011,

Further, in pursuance of decision taken in the 29" Statutory Meeting of the Commission held on
10.02.2016 and with the approval of Competent Authority, NCPCR, the hospitality allowance
was enhanced from Rs.3,000/- to Rs.5,000/- per month to each Member of NCPCR.

Now the Ministry of Women & Child Development vide their O.M. No. 02-12/4/2023-
GENERAL (107610) dated 26.06.2023 has decided to revise the expenditure on hospitality to
its officers w.e.f. July, 2023. On the basis of MWCD’s O.M dated 26.06.2023 and with the
approval of Competent Authority, NCPCR, the rate of hospitality allowance has been revised to
the following officers of the Commission as per their entitlement in the table given below
subject to monthly ceiling indicated against them:- :

Agenda Item No.5: Guidelines for transaction of Business outside Headquarters of
NCPCR:

Chairperson, NCPCR informed the Commission that NCPCR had developed “Guidelines Sfor
transaction of Business outside Headquarters of NCPCR” in 2017 for holding hearings in the
matters pertaining to violation and deprivation of child rights by conducting field visits by its
functionaries (copy enclosed). The purpose of these hearings was to gain firsthand experience
regarding complaints being handled by NCPCR and also to strategize improvements in redressal
of these complaints.

As per these Guidelines, an expenditure of Rs.5.00 lakh (approx.) per hearing is required.
Keeping in view the shortage of funds with the Commission, it is proposed to drop these
guidelines from the archives of NCPCR’s website and these may cease to operate henceforth.

Decision: Chairperson NCPCR informed the Commission that NCPCR has conducted around 150
Benches/Camps in Aspirational Districts/Blocks across the country so far without any major
financial implication. Therefore, it was decided by the Commission to drop the above guidelines
Srom the archives of NCPCR’s website and these may cease to operate henceforth.
